With our second daughter, the reco-
very after two major surgeries -and the 
disappointment after the first- conti-
nues, things are going in the right 
direction, both physically and psycho-
logically. That makes us grateful. 
 
Our youngest daughter has been able 
to pick up the thread of life again. That 
makes us grateful.  
 
Amo's latest blood test was good. That 
makes us grateful. 
 
Our other children and grandchildren 
are doing well. That makes us grateful. 
 
God was, is and will forever be good! 
For all His goodness we will keep on 
singing, 10,000+ reasons for our 
hearts to find. We have experienced 
on many occasions that He keeps His 
promise, that He always remains close. 
Great is His faithfulness! 
 
Open House 
The Open House was suspended 
during the corona crisis. We kept in 
touch with the participants by regularly 
inviting them two by two to join us for 
dinner. In July we held a BBQ in the 
open air for the first time. In addition to 
almost all 'regulars', we were even 
allowed to greet a number of new 
participants! In September we resumed 
the Open House in a regular way, with 
on average more participants than 
before corona.

It is 
worrying that prostitution takes 
place more in the background, 
out of sight of the local health 
services, police and other aid 
agencies.
